Over the past year the Congregation of Ascension Lutheran Church has made
some remarkable achievements. The big, noticeable ones have to do with
deferred maintenance. You have replaced rotted support beams and leaky
skylights in the sanctuary. You have repaired, resealed, and repainted your
parking lot. You have repaired doors that make it possible to move out of the
building rapidly in case of fire. You have eliminated a problem with rodents.

\ | storage shed. The fire suppression system and the entire electrical system in
the kitchen have been renovated.

There is more to be done. Plans are in place to repaint the building this summer. That will provide
an opportunity for willing volunteers to get involved. There is a growing conversation among the
members concerning the use of our property. Right now our main crop is junipers. Several
committees have begun thinking about removing the junipers and developing a community garden.
This would provide an excellent opportunity for older members and younger members to dig
together in the dirt and get acquainted. The children would learn that vegetables aren’t
manufactured in the back room at the local grocery store. We might even be able to provide some
garden space for folks who live in the neighborhood. Digging in the dirt and meeting others is not
quite so daunting as coming into a big roomful of strangers on Sunday morning. Those three
crosses out there would look much better growing out of a cornfield rather than junipers. Providing
people with something to eat seems to be more Christ-like than growing junipers.

We are always looking for the kinds of activities that can be shared among our membership—and
invite others to come, too—regardless of age. A community garden may be just the right thing.
